Ways to have fun and get the most out of reading to your child
Before Reading
· Introduce the title of the book

· Talk about the front and back cover

· Talk about the Author (write the story) and Illustrator (draws and colors the pictures)

· Do a picture walk through the book and talk about the pictures. 

· Let your child predict what the story will be about from the pictures

During the Story

· Let your child point to each word and follow the words as you read them.

· Let your child try to read the sight words found in the story.

· Read half of the book stop and let your child predict what will happen next by telling you or drawing a picture.

After Reading
· Let your child create a new ending to the story.

· Your child can retell the story through illustrations.

· Talk about the characters and the setting of the story.

· Draw a pictures about his/her favorite part of the story.

· Discuss what happened in each part of the story: the beginning, middle, and end. Let your child draw pictures to show each part.
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
